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Text intro: ESA astronaut Luca Parmitano is about to be launched to the International Space Station from the Baikonur Cosmodrome in Kazakhstan.

Lasting six months, the Beyond mission will be the Italian astronaut's second flight to the Space Station.

Onboard he'll be conducting an extensive series of scientific experiments and performing spacewalks to repair the Alpha Magnetic Spectrometer. He'll also become the third ever European Space Station commander.

It's a very nice coincidence, and probably the best way to celebrate the Moon landing is with my own launch inside the Soyuz.”

This instrument, which is a particle physics experiment module, was never designed to be  repaired in orbit. Extending its life will be a long and difficult procedure - one which Luca has trained extensively for.

Ultimately, long-duration missions such as this one will allow Europe's space industry to build upon the legacy of Apollo - working with international partners to return to the Moon, and beyond.
