Four years after his selection for ESA's astronaut corps, Luca Parmitano from Italy is about to fly to the International Space Station. His role as flight engineer will begin when he's launched from Baikonur in a Russian Soyuz capsule – becoming the first European to make the journey to orbit in just six hours.
Soundbite – Luca Parmitano, ESA Astronaut:

“I'm responsible for most of the systems during the flight of the Soyuz, so my job as flight engineer is to support the commander in performing his duties, but I have a very deep insight into all the systems, into what's happening with the spacecraft, whether it's performing correctly or there are problems and as a pilot this is a job that I really like, that I really enjoy.”

During the six month Volare mission, he'll make full use of ESA's Columbus Laboratory. Experiments such as this one  - which uses microgravity to investigate the behaviour of emulsions  - will have important industrial applications back on Earth.

Soundbite – Bernardo Patti, Manager of International Space Station Operations, ESA:
(underlay GVs Parmitano FASES training at European Astronaut Centre, Cologne, Germany, February 2013)
“Luca has a very articulate package of experiments that we can divide into one element associated to physiological experiments and the other to fluid sciences... Fluid science is the study of how fluids are evolving in zero gravity. This in particular for emulsion has a very strong interest because there is a direct application on, for example, the cosmetic industry, which will benefit of the information gathered during those missions in order to further develop their products.”
(GVs Parmitano training at Johnson Space Centre, Houston, USA, September 2012;  GVs Parmitano ATV-4 training at the European Astronaut Centre, Cologne, Germany, June 2012)
An international training programme has taught Parmitano all the skills he'll need for life in orbit – including docking operations for ESA's fourth Automated Transfer Vehicle, which will bring supplies to the station in June.

And in NASA's neutral buoyancy lab, he's learned to operate a spacesuit in microgravity. He'll soon be doing this for real, during two maintenance spacewalks – widely seen as the ultimate ambition for an astronaut.

Soundbite – Luca Parmitano, ESA Astronaut:
“I'm very excited that an extra-vehicular activity is planned in my increment. When I received the news obviously I was very happy, I feel privileged that I will have this chance and my biggest desire is to perform well during the activity. ”

The ISS in orbit [NASA]
The upcoming mission to the ISS marks 30 years of manned spaceflight for ESA. As its newest astronaut, for Luca Parmitano the adventure is just beginning.
