	The 63 metre high Ariane 6 

is based on a three-stage modular design – with two, or four, strap on solid boosters depending on the nature of the payload…and a main cryogenic stage derived from Ariane 5.

Ariane 6 will be able to carry either five or 11 tonnes into geostationary transfer orbit – using the new reignitable Vinci [PRON VINCHI] engine, which is already under development. 

The change also affects the governance of the programme.
